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FALL FOLIAGE TOUR – ROUTE 6
ROUTE 6 in Lackawanna County, Lake Wallenpaupack 

and stops in Honesdale, Hawley & Carbondale
1.  LEAVING THE VISITORS’ CENTER - Make a right out of the parking lot and a right at the bottom of the hill onto Montage Mountain Road.  Proceed to the traffic light at the top of the hill (Davis Street) and continue forward onto Interstate 81 North.  Follow the signage to Route 6 East, Exit 187, and stay in the lane marked “Carbondale”.  You will enter Route 6 East also known as the Casey Highway.
2.  ROUTE 6 – “The Casey Highway” – WAYMART & HONESDALE - Follow this scenic roadway as it curves eastward along the mining towns that populate the Lackawanna River Valley.  At Exit 6 (Meredith Street) you can enjoy a walk along the Lackawanna River on part of the Lackawanna Heritage Valley Trail System.  A parking lot on the left places you right at the start of the path.  Continuing on Route 6 you will pass through the town of Waymart, most notable as the site of a series of windmills which line the mountain tops along the roadway.  You will continue on to the historic town of Honesdale in Wayne County.  Two points of interest in Honesdale are the Stourbridge Line Rail Excursions (attraction) and the Settler’s Inn (dining & lodging).   Continue onto Route 191 South.  This scenic drive will take you through Honesdale’s bustling and eclectic Main Street, a great spot for some browsing or a quick bite.
3.  ROUTE 191 SOUTH - HAMLIN - Make the right turn onto Route 191 South and continue on through the town of Hamlin.  Follow this road until you get to the junction of Route 507 North in Greentown. Hamlin plays home to many farm stands, restaurants and shops.  If you make a left at the CVS at Route 590, you will be near Claws ‘n Paws Wild Animal Park.  The Comfort Inn Hamlin sits on Route 191 near the junction of Interstate 84, while The French Manor is just off this road if you continue through nearby Greentown. Turn left on to Route 507 North. (The turn is just before the Kwik Joe’s service station.)
4.  ROUTE 507 North – LAKE WALLENPAUPACK - Making the left onto Route 507 in Greentown, you will proceed along this route which will take you directly to Lake Wallenpaupack, the largest man-made lake in North America.  Route 507 wraps around this scenic lake and will connect again with Route 6 near the town of Hawley.  Along Lake Wallenpaupack there are several points of interest including Ehrhardt’s Waterfront Resort (dining and lodging) as well as the PPL Corporation Recreation Area at the lake (attraction) which offers picnic tables and walking paths. Lake Wallenpaupack also features its own Visitors’ Information Center if you are looking for lake activities.  In the town of Hawley, there are several antique shopping outlets as well as restaurants and entertainment options.  Route 507 will connect to Route 6 West, if you are driving back to Scranton.
5.  ROUTE 6 West - Will serve as a turn around and will point you back in the direction of Scranton.  Once you get back on Route 6 (surnamed the Texas Palmyra Highway in this area), it will wind through the village of White Mills and bring you back into Honesdale and once again into Waymart.  Follow Business Route 6 for a ride back to Scranton through the historic town of Carbondale.
6.  BUSINESS ROUTE 6 BACK  INTO SCRANTON -  Once you turn right onto business Route 6, you will drive down a steep hill that will bring you right into the heart of the City of Carbondale, a former coal mining town that has gone through a historic renaissance.  Shops, restaurants and lodging sit along Business Route 6 in this part of Lackawanna County.  Continuing on through town and passing through Mayfield, on your left you will pass the main entrance to the infamous “Archbald Pothole,” a PA State Park built around this scenic wonder, the largest natural pothole in Pennsylvania.  If you stop off to take a photo of this unique attraction, just get back onto Business Route 6 West which will take you into Dickson City through the shopping area and bring you to the Interstate 81 Junction.  Going south on Interstate 81 will take you to Scranton and Montage Mountain; going north will take you to Clarks Summit.
